Submit Their Life

When teaching people about their hordes,us e t he horseds 1|ife,
and the hindquarters interchangeably. Horses taeeparts; head and neck, front
guartersand hindquarters. The hindquarters control the entire horse. Whereashors
drivenbyselfpr eser vat ponhhtohihdigghtters wil.l turn
and push the horsbringing life into the horse to go forward. The hindquarters push the
horse forward just like your gas pedal pushes your car forward.olfse Is being driven
to seek companionship with another hotkey will point their hindquarters toward the
horse and the hindquarters will drive them to the horse. If a horse is seeking the comfort
of the barn for foogor water, the hindquarters wilbpt towad the barn and drive them
there
The hindquarters will drive the horse in whieber direction they are seeking
regardless of their head position. In the same way our driving factors drive our mind
regardless of our head position. We catol&ing directly at someone and our driving
factors can be driving our mind miles away frdme person talking to us. We can attend
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church, or go to class and have our mind no where near our teacGed. Our body

may be in the building, but our ding factors often have a run away with our mir@br

mind is |Iike the horseds hi ndhatusavheregous . Wher
will be driven. If your mind is always on your job, your life will be consumed with work

and thee will be little room for anything else in your life. It is pretty well black and

white, no middle ground with the Lord. You are either being driven to the kingdom of

darkness (world)or theKingdom ofLight (God). No one can seré&o masters

(Matthew 6:24).

When we first come in contact with a horse that does not have confidence in us,
they will be filled with selfpreservation and their hindquarters (driving factors/life) will
want to drive them away from u® seek comfort and companionship somewhkse e
The most important thing | teach a hgrfsem the first time | come in contact with them
is to submit theidriving factors (hindquartedgg). In order to have any hopes of
building a foundation for perfectiothe horse must learn to submitithdriving factors
and thesame is true in our life

In my classes | teach tiechanical to the Mental. | start withStagel of the
Mechanical Fbundation oManeuvergpivot around the inside front fgaio get to the
Mental Foundation(all resistane leaves and we experience perfegtiorhe same thing
is true in our life. When a horse stops driving forward with the inside front foot and
walks the othethreefeet around the inside front foaith willing submission (loose rein
and no leg pressurghey have totally submitted their driving factors/life to us. If they
were driven by selpreservation, or seeking comfort and companionship away from us
thar hindquarters would bériving them forward.We can disengage the hindquarters,
but the drivng factors are only submitted when the inside front foot stops moving
forward. In Stagel the hindquarters will step sideways and then the outside front foot
must step forward, then the hindquarters, then the outside foot and so on. If the inside
front foot moves back or sideways, you have too much pressure on the rein. If the inside
front foot moves forward, you have too much life and need a little more rein pressure.

Elijah fell before the Lord a hegless wreck, fully submitted his
driving factors andhenthe Lord spoke to him. If you are tired of waiting on direction
from the Lord, instead of waiting on the Lord to get through your driving factors, try
totally submitting your driving factorgaying everything at His feet.

Once we have learned to totally submit our driving factors with willing
submission that when the Lord can give us direction. Often even though we may want
direction and be seeking directiamtil we have totally sbmitted ourdriving factors, it
is difficult to hear the Lord speak. When we attained salvation we aclstagell, we
totally submitted our driving factors with willing submission. Werevno longer driven
by ourself-preservation and seeking comfonted compani onshi p anywher e
We hadtotal confidence in Him and oenergy (motivation and determination) was

However, just like a young horse it does not take long for those driving factors to
come back in and start driving us away from the Ld¥d, the driving factors must be
resubmitted and resubmitteddaresubmitted all day every day until they no longer come
back in. That is what we have to do with our horse and that is what the Lord showed me
| must do with my lifeto be a true discipleOnce thd.ord showed me this concept of
how limited | am to da job with my horse when they have not submitted their driving
factors | began to realize how much | was limiting Gadisng me as a true disciple.

Oh surewe can contain our seffreservation with a strong mechanical foundation (going
to church, reding ourBible), but we will never be a true disciple until we get rid of our
self-preservation andeek Hm for comfat and companionship daily.

The most important thing in this 40-day trial is to learn how to submit your
driving factors.

Now
that we have submitted to the Lord, how can we learn to ride in absolute perfection where
horse and person,an and God truly become one? Now that we have submitted in the
round pen, how do we stay submitted once the gate is open?

What are your flags that bring the selfpreservation (fight or flight) out in you?

Over the nex#t0 days ask the Lord to give you a solid post to keep your self
preservation from having a runaway. Just like your horse, the more times you can keep
your driving factors submittedhe more confidence (faitlthn be gained in God and the
flags will soon have no effect.

When working with a horse that is filled with selfeservation | like to work with
them in a solid round pen. Do the same thinidp wour mind during the early stages
Over the nex#i0 days build a strong round pen for your mind. The more people that you
put around you that are seeking kiegdom of God, the easier it is going to be to keep
your mind fom running off. Treat your first group meeting like the first round pen
session wth a wild mustang. Haveveryone just try to keep themind focused on God

This is what it means to have a S@gkl; totaly submitted
driving factors. Once a person learns to find this place on a daily basis, your life will
never be the same again.

Get Filled and Driven with My Life

Stage 1 is about submitting our driving factors. Submitting our life witlngill
submission is the most important thing we can do in our life, or with our horse. Once the
horse has submitted their life, then | can fill them with my life and the same is true with
the Lord. Once we have totally submitted our life to the Lord, He fitis us with His
life (Genesis 2:7Ezekiel 37:5 John 20:22, Acts 2:4. Once we have become nothing,
then He can become everything. He fills us with His Holy Spirit and we begin to feel the
Fruits of the Spirit. When | bring the life into the hotise first few times, | do not try to

The same is true with our life and
the Lord. If you feel like crying, laughing, raising your hands to praise Him, or bowing
to the ground when His life comes into you, that is fine. Just let His life come into you
and get rid of youself-preservation. Let His life come into you and totally take over
your body. Donét f eel |l i ke you have to do a
preservation, but letting the Holy Spirit get rid of your gekservation.

In order to be filled with His life we must get rid of our life (driving factors).
When we get filled with His life (Holy Spirit), God is coming into us. | do not think we
can even fathom in our natural mind how powerful God is. He spoke and the entire
world came into existenceThat is the God we are talking about here. Ther¢haee
parts to God; the Father, the Sand the Holy Spirit. When we submit our entire life
(driving factors) to Him, He can fill us with Himself. We get filled with the poafer
GodAlmighty andHe can work supernaturally through The sickcan behealed, the
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dead raisedve can love the unlovable neighbor and turn the other cheek after being hit.
However, He regulates how much of this life, His power, He puts into uy givan

time. Can you imagine what would happen if He filled us with high portions of His
power and we were still in our own driving factor@’Xings 2gives us some insight to
what would happen if the Lord filled us with high amounts of His power andexe

still driven by our own driving factors.

The same is true with the Lord
and how much life He puts into us at any given time. If this goes against some of your
doctrine, that is ok. Just ask the Lord, start submitting your driving factors and see what
happens.
